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The Village at Alum Creek 
Home Owners Association

Ground was broken for The Village at Alum Creek subdivision in 1994-5 by
developer Bill Bonner along with several Columbus area builders.  The first
homes sold in late 1995 and early 1996 shortly after the Alum Creek
Elementary school opened (in 1995).

The homes in Section 1 were completed in 1998, and shortly afterward,
the original developer sold the remainder of the VAC to M/I Homes for
completion of the project.  There are seven “sections” in our development.
Section 2 is the area of the school and church.  Section 7 was last area to be
finished in the fall of 2005.  

There are 445 homes in the development and over 19 acres of “common
areas” including green space, ponds, and natural areas.  

The number of homes breaks out (approximately) as:
Section 1   88 lots
Section 2   school/church 
Section 3   65 lots
Section 4   74 lots
Section 5   63 lots
Section 6   65 lots
Section 7   90 lots

The homeowners association was incorporated in 1999 to maintain the
common areas and enforce deed restrictions.  For the first years of the
association through the end of 2005, M/I homes controlled the association
and had three or more management companies in charge of the subdivision
over those years. 

At the end of 2005 with most of the lots being sold, M/I turned over
control to the homeowners.   It was decided by the trustees at that time to
self manage the organization.

Each homeowner has a vote in electing the trustees who manage the
association, and each resident has the opportunity to serve on various
committees or to hold appointed offices in the not for profit group.

The trustees determine homeowner dues after deciding on an annual
budget and then invoicing homeowners around the first month of the year.
Trustee elections are held in late March each year.  Currently there are three
elected positions; the board can then appoint other officers.  Everyone is
welcome to serve your neighborhood in whatever capacity you would like,
what a great way to meet your neighbors!
